
Youth/Junior trophies awarded for Overall Rabbit and Overall Poultry.

RULES:

1. Entry blanks must be mailed to the Jefferson County Fair, P.O. Box 313, Boulder, MT 59632, no later than Friday, August 15.

2. All rabbits and birds must be admitted to the superintendent between 5-8 p.m., Friday, August 23.


3. All rabbits and birds will be cooped under their supervision, and no entry may be removed from cages or handled by any unauthorized person except by special permission of the superintendent.


4. Exhibitors are allowed two entries per lot per class if entries are of different breeds/varieties.


5. Poultry and rabbits may be housed in the same building. It is recommended that birds be dusted for parasites 2 weeks prior to the fair.


6. Exhibitors must be present when animals are being judged.

7. Person exhibiting shall provide own feed and water supplies.


8. Entries shall be judged by the latest revisions of the American Poultry Association and/or American Bantam Association and judges’ discretion.


9. Rabbits will be judged by current rules and judges’ discretion.


10. State Breed/variety on entry forms.


11. All animals must be in good health.
