RULES: 

1. Call in entries accepted Monday, August 1, 7-10 p.m. to 225-4217. All mailed entries must be received by the Jefferson County Fair Board, P.O. Box 313, Boulder, MT 59632, no later than Friday, August 16 at 10 p.m. NO EXCEPTIONS. All classes will be held in the arena Friday, August 22. Horse show will start at 9 a.m. Kids rodeo will start at 12:30 p.m. If there is a large number of entrants, the Kids Rodeo could start immediately following the Horse Show.


2. Riders must be residents of Jefferson County.

3. All entries will be given a number. Numbers can be picked up at the arena office from 8 a.m. Each exhibitor must appear in the arena wearing the correct number plainly visible.


4. Classes will run in order listed.


5. Ribbon and awards will be given in each event. Champion ribbons will go to high point winners of Horse Show and Kids Rodeo.

6. Persons entered in the Walk Trot class cannot enter Lead Line classes.


7. Western dress is recommended.

HORSE SHOW

CLASS 1: Lead Line, 4 and under

CLASS 2: Lead Line, 5-7 (Horse is handled, handler is responsible for child’s safety)

CLASS 3:  Walk Trot,  7 and under. Ability to ride at walk and trot.

CLASS 4: Showmanship. Halter class is based on person’s ability to show horse.

CLASS 5: Bareback equitation

CLASS 6: Western horsemanship, Western equipment, judged on rider’s ability to control horse.
