RULES:

1. Exhibitors must be present when animals are being judged.

2. All entry blanks must be mailed to the Jefferson County Fair Board, P.O. Box 313, Boulder MT 59632 to be received no later than Friday,
August 15.


3. Animals may be entered for competition or for display only. All animals must be admitted to the Superintendent at the barns between 5-8 p.m. on Friday, August 22.


4. Only 1 animal per exhibitor per lot unless otherwise stated.


5. Due to availability of space, several hogs or sheep may be penned together. Portable corrals are welcome.


6. Exhibitors will furnish their own feed and pans, and be responsible for feeding and watering their livestock.


7. Exhibitors will be responsible for keeping their pen and stall areas clean.


8. Exhibitors will be given a 10 minute deadline for showing animals. If animals are not there, the class shall go on without them. Breeding stock can be judged in their pens.


9. All animals will receive a first, second or third placing. The best animal(s) in each class will receive a purple ribbon.

CLASS 1: Swine Breeding Stock


1. Classes are open to all breeds, both grade and purebred. State breed on entry blank.

2. A litter is four pigs at least 2 months of age farrowed by 1 sow. To enter the individual lots, separate individuals are required.


3. Every sow 1 year or over must have produced pigs within 12 months prior to this Fair or give evidence of being with pig at the time shown.

CLASS 2: Sheep Breeding Stock

1.  Every ewe 2 years of age or over must have produced a lamb within 9 months preceding this Fair.


2. Sheep entered in breeding classes will be judged on breeding characteristic, quality, and development for age.


3. Animals in this class must show evidence of grooming and fitting.


4. Only ewes 2 and under, producing their first lambs will be eligible in Lot 8. Judged 50 percent in ewe, 50 percent on lamb(s). Ewe and lamb(s) must be born in the current year.
